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The Government’s message is clear:
comply with tough new storage
regulations or face a severe penalty*.

Responding to Environment Agency
estimates that 60 percent of oil storage
tanks are inadequately bunded, the
drive to eradicate inferior tankage is
accelerating, with operators increasingly
required to provide more than the
legally enforceable minimum.

Tanks installed after 1st September
2001 must comply immediately. Older
units sited within 10 metres of inland
freshwater or coastal waters or less than
50 metres from a borehole must conform
by September 2003 – the rest by
September 2005.

Recent EA recommendations classify
above ground tanks in three groups
leaving many companies unwittingly
operating non-compliant tanks. Single
skinned and double skinned tanks are

Fixed roof or removable roof is a key
consideration when selecting an
integrally bunded storage tank.

Fixed roof designs, including Ledbury
Welding’s Basic Economy range,
incorporate a single top plate forming
the tank roof and extending over the
bund to achieve enclosure. The inner
tank is welded within the bund with no
possibility for meaningful internal
maintenance.

These tanks are classified by the EA
as ‘partially enclosed’ only.

The removable roof design,
pioneered by Ledbury Welding in the
1980’s, and since continually refined
and improved, is the only system
accepted as giving true total enclosure.

The inner tank is secured within the
bund and the roof is then bolted into
position. The roof naturally sheds
rainwater and when removed facilitates
full internal maintenance – even down
to extraction of the inner tank. What’s
more, the substantial clearance between
the bund and tank affords significant
impact protection to the inner tank.
