


Both designs comply with current
DEFRA, Environment Agency and HSE
requirements without further bunding,
offering a high quality fuelling solution
at an attractive price. In common with
all Ledbury integrally bunded tanks
both the Light Industrial and Basic
Economy can easily be uplifted and
relocated in response to future site
circumstances.

Ledbury's Light Industrial bunded
tank is available from 1,100 to 5,500
litres, can be open-bunded or totally
enclosed and in either gravity feed or
pumped operation format. For gravity
feed applications the inner tank is
mounted within the bund at sufficient
height to ensure adequate flow even at
low fuel levels.

Total enclosure is achieved by a cover
lid bolted onto the bund, with both the
fill ond dispensing equipment accessible
via a hinged door.

If necessary the cover lid and inner
tank con be removed for maintenance
or refurbishment purposes. This tank can
also be adapted for use with a compact
pump by lowering the fuel tank into the
bund. Again a removable roof can be
fitted if required.

Ledbury Welding also manufacture an
economy design of the Light Industrial
pumped option, offering total enclosure
but without the benefit of a removable
roof. All versions are EA /| DEFRA
compliant without the need for alarms
as the vent is clearly visible from the fill
position.

The Basic Economy bunded tank,
designed for operation with a pump, is
available in capacities up to 25,000 litres
and as single or double compartment
units. This is a fully welded, fixed roof
design incorporating a single plate
which forms the tank roof and extends
over the bund to achieve enclosure. As
the inner tank is welded within the bund
the scope for maintenance of the
internal areas is restricted.

The Basic Economy design is
acceptable within EA recommendations,
where it is classified as ‘'partially
enclosed' - thus offering a high integrity
alternative at a budget price.



The Government's message is clear:
comply with tough new storage
regulations or face a severe penalty*.

Responding to Environment Agency
estimates that 60 percent of oil storage
tanks are inadequately bunded, the
drive to eradicate inferior tankage is
accelerating, with operators increasingly
required to provide more than the
legally enforceable minimum.

Tanks installed after 1st September
2001 must comply immediately. Older
units sited within 10 metres of inland
freshwater or coastal waters or less than
50 metres from a borehole must conform
by September 2003 - the rest by
September 2005.

Recent EA recommendations classify
above ground tanks in three groups
leaving many companies unwittingly
operating non-compliant tonks. Single
skinned and double skinned tanks care
inherently incapable of meeting DEFRA /
EA requirements in full without
expensive additional bunding. Only
integrally bunded tanks achieve full
compliance without major additional
outlay - so are ultimately more cost
effective.

For the smaller operator the company
has developed the Light Industrial and
Basic Economy ranges of totally
enclosed units, for either gravity feed or
pumped operation.



For the majority of commercial fuelling
operations all ancillary equipment is
prefitted within an anti-vandal cabinet,
complete with either an aluminium or
steel roller shutter door.

In this format the tank simply requires
offloading onto a suitable plinth and the
provision of mains power to be
operational.

LWE's exacting quality standards are
extended to all ancillary equipment
selected for fitting on LWE tanks -
whether gauges and switches, security
features or pumps and fuel
management systems.

Lube oil tanks. Both the Light
Industrial and Basic Economy range con
be modified for the storage and
dispensing of lubrication, hydraulic,
transmission or similar oil grades.
Dispensing can be by electric, manual
or air pumps, and monitoring equipment
can be installed where appropriate.
Additionally LWE manufactures the
Totally Enclosed Lube Pack in
capacities up to 4,500 litres.

Waste oil tanks
The storage and disposal of waste oil
can be a major source of concern,
especially when large volumes are
involved. Ledbury Welding are able to
offer several options based on the
company's portfolio of integrally bunded
tanks, which can be readily adapted for
either maonual or automated waste oil
disposal. In the simplest form disposal
and extraction is facilitated via a hatch
with removable mesh filter, accessed
either directly from ground level or
utilising a broad step welded to the
bund wall. Also for manual disposal LWE
has developed a tank based on the
Light Industrial design but incorporating
a disposal sump fitted at a convenient
height within the bund wall. Many
larger companies prefer to operate with
a disposal sump local to the workshop,
from which the waste oil can be
pumped to bunded containment.
Ledbury Welding is able to design and
install such systems complete with all
requisite pipework, pump and alarms.
